a strong nomination includes:
• Clear examples of impact: Describe the change their service made, the problem or challenge they addressed
• The length and consistency of their service: Date ranges or approximate length of time, weekly, monthly, daily
• Who benefited: Individuals, neighborhoods, systems, or organizations
• How they lead: Formally, informally, creatively, courageously
• Anecdotes that show character: Moment(s) that demonstrate who they are
• Examples of hands-on service: Share what their personal involvement was in the service, activity, or change
• Any recognition: Awards, certificates, honors—these help but are not required
